The festival theme draws directly
from Melakan history and
tradition. On his inspiration,
Tony Yap says: ‘Looking to start
a new kingdom, Parameswara
was resting with his entourage
on the side of a river when their
dogs began chasing a small

mouse deer. The mouse deer
was cornered at the edge of the
river. With nowhere to go it
suddenly turned around,
became fierce, and chased after
the dogs! In this transformation,
a timid mouse deer, turning
around on the edge of being
destroyed, Parameswara saw
the sign he needed for the place
to start his kingdom. It so
happened he was sitting under
a Melaka tree. So this is how
Melaka got its name. This is set
as the theme for MAPFest —
‘Turning Around’, a metaphor
for spiritual transformation
through the creative drive.'

This festival remains free and
accessible for all. Continuing
Melaka's rich history as a centre
for meetings and exchange
between cultures, it will create
opportunities for artists and art
lovers to share in each others'
work and perspectives.
